Student Summer Research Fellowship
Program Summary: The Student Summer Research Fellowship grants are modeled on NIH short-term training grants, but are awarded for research in community health and cultural competency issues, rather than laboratory work. The Foundation's goal is to provide an opportunity for students to work directly with patients and to become more compassionate, relationship-centered physicians.  The student is expected to carry-out the research under the full-time oversight of a mentor. The research should have the potential to be on-going. A final report is due at the conclusion of the ten weeks. The first half of the grant funds are sent upon Foundation acceptance of the student's proposal and receipt of a signed grant agreement from the school. The balance is sent upon receipt of the student's final report. 

Reporting Procedures: A final paper describing the project is required at the conclusion of the summer program. Any major changes in a project must be pre-approved by the Foundation. The final paper should include:

1) A restatement of  the original hypothesis and objectives of the project 

2) A description of the investigation and activities undertaken 

3) Qualitative and quantitative data gathered and its significance resulting conclusions 

4) Evaluation of project (include tools, methods used, work to date if part of a larger project) 

5) Plans to present or publish results, if applicable
6) Discussion of how this fellowship has contributed to the student’s understanding of the practice of humanistic medicine as well as the patients’ experiences with illness and the healthcare system

7) Photos, blogs, and/or any additional information you would like to share with the Foundation

8) Mentor’s approval of final paper on Mentor Final Approval Form

Student Summer Service Fellowships
Program Summary: The Student Summer Service Fellowship is intended to provide students an opportunity to design and implement a service project addressing a public health need in an underserved community or population. The Foundation's goal is to provide an opportunity for students to work directly with patients and to become more compassionate, relationship-centered physicians.  The student is expected to work full time with a mentor on a project that has the potential to be on-going. A final report is due at the conclusion of the ten weeks. The first half of the grant funds are sent upon Foundation acceptance of the student's proposal and receipt of a signed grant agreement from the school. The balance is sent upon receipt of the student's final report.

Reporting Procedures: A final paper describing the project is required at the conclusion of the summer program. Any major changes in a project must be pre-approved by the Foundation. The final paper should include:

1) Restatement of the original goals and planned intervention 

2) Description of activities undertaken, including information on number of participants/beneficiaries 

3) Discussion of the project’s final results and its impact on the target issue/population, including whether or not the original goals were met 

4) Evaluation results (include tools, methods used) 

5) Plans to present or publish results, if applicable
6) Discussion of how this fellowship has contributed to the students understanding of the practice of humanistic medicine as well as the patients’ experience with illness and the healthcare system

7) Photos, blogs, and/or any additional information you would like to share with the Foundation

8) Mentor’s approval of final paper on Mentor Final Approval Form
