MEDICAL STUDENT PEER EVALUATION

Peer evaluation is a primary determinant of one’s success in medicine and is a core professional responsibility.  It will continue to be part of your medical career in the years ahead.  This peer evaluation survey was developed to identify medical students who are recognized by their peers as having developed exceptional clinical competence, interpersonal skills and a humanistic approach to the practice of medicine, and community service.  

Rather than asking you to rate each of your classmates about a series of characteristics, you will be asked to nominate classmates who best fit specific real-life situations.  A similar peer nomination survey has been in use at the University of Florida College of Medicine for over twenty years to identify those students who are going to be the best doctors according to their classmates.  Survey results typically result in recognition for ~15% of the class and harm no one.  When mentioned in Dean’s letters of recommendation at UF, such recognition has helped many students to be accepted by residencies that, based on standard criteria such as class rank and grades, would not have accepted them.  

This research that led to the development of this survey was funded by the Arnold P. Gold Foundation for Humanism in Medicine (http://www.humanism-in-medicine.org/).  The survey is being used at various medical schools as part of the selection criteria for the Gold Humanism Honor Society.
